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Choose a vanety of prints in pinks, greens and reds from the Folk Ant Christmas ITT collection by
Robyn Pendolph. Mix a few plaids from the Candy Apple plaids from mods. The red and natural
textured solids frame each block. The star block is then set on point showcasing the signature pieces
[rom the group. Read all the directions before cutting. All 1/4” seam allowances have been added to
all measurements.

Yardage Requirements:

3 yds total of 24 different reds, greens, coppers and pinks from Folk Art Christmas TTI collection and
Candy Apple Plaids [tem #'s 777-30, 31, 34, 35, 36, 38, 39, 40,
(1/8 yard cuts work best for a scrappy effect)

I 1/4 yd. Red {Tiemn # 3597-12) Star tips and center square of each star

I 1/4 yd. Natural (ltem # 3597-13) Background of blocks

I 1/2 yd. Pink Floral (Ttem # 3591-16) Pink Floral

I 1/2 yd. Green Floral (Item # 3591-11) Green Floral

1/2 yd. Copper Stripe (Item # 3594-15) 1st horder

3/4 yd. Green Calico (Ttem # 3596-11) 2nd border

3 yds, Red Floral Stripe {Item # 3592-12) 3rd border and binding

6 1/2 yds Large Red Floral (Ttem # 3590-12) Backing

Cutting Instructions:

Assorted plaids and prints cut the following: (do not cut the entire strip, only cut off as much as

you need for cach cut.)

(C) Cut (1) 3 14" x 3 1/4" square of each of the 24 pieces. Recut each square diagonally twice to
vield 4 gtr. square triangles of each fabric.

(B) Cut (4) 2 7/8" x 2 T/8" squares (we used a lot of reds here to form a secondary pattern in the
block). Recut each square diagonally once to yield § half square triangles of cach fabric,

(A) Cut (4) 2 /2" squares of each of the 24 fabrics.

Red Textured Solid (3597-12)

(C) Cut (4) strips 3 14" wide by the width of the fabric. Recut into (40) 3 1/4” squares. Recut each
square dizgonally twice to yield 160 gtr. square triangles.

(B) Cut () strips 2 7/8" wide by the width of the fabric. Recut into (80) 2 7/8"" squares. Recut each
square diagonally once 1o yield 160 half square triangles.

{A) Cut (2} stips 2 1/2" wide by the width of the fabric. Recut into (20) 2 1/2" squares. This is the
center square for each block.

MNatural Textured Solid (3597-13)

{C) Cut (2) stnips 3 14" wide by the width of the fabric. Recut into (20) 3 1/4” squares. Recut each
square diagonally twice to yield 80 gtr. square triangles,

{B)Cut {(6) strips 2 7/8" wide by the width of the fabric. Recut into (80) 2 7/8" squares. Recut each
square diagonally once 1o yield 160 halfl square tnangles.

{A)Cut (5) stnps 2 1/2" wide. Recut into 80 2 1/2" squares.

Pink and Green Floral (3591-11, 3591-16)

Cut {4) strips 7 34" wide by the width of the fabric. Recut into (20) 7 3/4” squares and recut
dragonally once to yield 40 triangles of each print. These will be set aside and added to each
star block after it is completed.

Begin by laying out one block following the diagrams given.
Make one block paying close attention to the difference between
half square triangles and quarter square triangles. There is a
difference in size as well as which of the triangles have bias
edges. This is important so that your star blocks do not stretch
during construction. Store each of the different size triangles in
Ziploc bags and label them so each time you start to sew you can
immediately tell the difference between the two sizes. Repeat this
process to make 20 blocks.

The star block is constructed of three basic sections. The square (A), the half square

A triangles (B) and the quarter square triangles (C). Following the color diagram of the
block and the line drawing of the construction, sew your sections into rows as

B indicated below. The arrows indicate pressing directions to help your rows go
together smoothly.

Block Construction:

(C) Begin by making the quarter square block sections using 2 red quarter \a
squares, 1 natural quarter square section and 1 assorted print quarter Vq yq
square section. Sew them together as shown in Diagram 1. You will need A\ v

4 of these sections per block, 80 for the entire quilt. Diagram 1

(B) Make the half triangle square block sections using 8 red half squares and 8 natural half square
sections for each block. You will need a total of 160 red/natural half squares.

Using the half square triangles cut from the prints and plaids make 80 sets of hall square sections.
(This is where we used a red triangle and assorted print or plaid to form a secondary design.)

Sew sections A, B and C into rows as indicated in the BLOCK ROWS CONSTRUCTION diagram

15t Border- Cut (7) strips 1 1/2” wide. Join the strips together end to end. Sew to all four sides
of the quilt top. Press. (not pictured in illustration below)

2nd Border- Cut (8) strips 2 1/2" wide.Join the strips together end to end. Sew to all four sides
of the quilt top. Press.

3rd Border- Cut (4) strips 7" wide by 447, (widthwise) Cut (2) strips 76" long by 77 wide
following the floral stripe pattern. (lemgthwise) Sew the 2 76" long pieces on the sides first.
Piece the 77 x 44™ strips together and add to the top and bottom of the quilt top. Press. Use the
remaining fabric for binding.
